Logo Variations

The general rule to abide by is: do not change, alter, modify any part of the logo.
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SAFE AREA
An area clear of any other type and graphics should surround the logo at a distance of the capital “F.”
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REVERSE COLORS INCORRECT USAGE
The logo can be reversed out of black backgrounds in white or CGF Yellow. The burst icon is never to be used as a solid color without the gradation.
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Corporate Name

Our corporate name includes “The” with a capital “T.” In written copy, once we mention the full name we may then refer to our organization as “the Foundation”
using a lower case “t.” The acronym CGF may also be used after the full name appears within the text, preceded by the word “the.”
